Fleetwood Police: Apologies received for not being able to attend this evening.

MoP: In relation to the agenda for the EOM, this wasn’t presented at the time, and the agenda doesn’t give any indication as to what it’s about.  My understanding is that this is not legal and incorrect.

Cllr Smith: the meeting was a Green Paper item, which means it is strictly confidential and was duly recorded correctly.  The exclusion of Public and Press is documented within the Public Bodies Act 1960 and the Data Protection Act, therefore the agenda is correct. 

MoP: In relation to staff, and CEDO role what is happening? 

SM: The Council are going out to advert on Friday 29th August, for a new Assistant Clerk, and two-Part Time Admin Roles, each working 20 hours per week.  We are aiming to interview September 23rd and 24th September, with successful candidates hopefully starting by mid-October. 

MoP: What is happening with the website, it’s a bit of a mess and all over the place?

SM: I had a Zoom call last week with James Reilly, Director of Easy Websites (who manages our website), there are planned upgrades being rolled out, making it softer to use and more accessible.   We’re also hoping to have a calendar sit within the website, were meetings, events etc. can be listed.  I would like to hope that these changes would be in place by the start of the new year.   

MoP: Why would you ask for a meeting room, when perhaps the use of current facilities would be better?

SM: All candidates who are being interviewed will need to undertake a test, and for that, Wi-Fi is needed which rules out using Warrenhurst as it doesn’t have that facility yet, and it’s not in good condition.  There’s no room at Poulton Road currently with the changes that have been made re desks.  By using a meeting room here, it will provide a more professional approach, and that’s what we’re aiming for. 

MoP: Why are there no comments recorded on the Planning Site for Fleetwood Town Council in relation to the Radar Station?  When the Council is down as a ‘Consultee’ it looks very poor on behalf of the Council. 

Councillor Shaw: In the future we will do what we did about 8 years ago, with everything being recorded and as Planning Ambassador, I will ensure that this is met.

Councillor Raynor; We’ve all previously submitted individual objections, it is just unfortunate that the person who was the Clerk is no longer here, and we can’t find anything.

Vice Chairman Councillor Nicholson: In the minutes from last year, it is recorded that collectively, we were all against it; it’s unfortunate that we’ve missed it, for that we can only apologies.

MoP; To thank the Rescue Service for bringing in sea cadets from their exercise.

· Fleetwood Town Gym – We would like to be able to train a further 7 more volunteers, which will allow them to undertake more training sessions; purchase training kits for new volunteers; purchase goals and nets (different sizes) etc. We’ve recently started up a walking football club for men and women within Fleetwood.  The walking football takes places at Fleetwood High and St Kings George (but that can’t be used currently due to the travellers that have turned up).

· Councillor Smith – Currently in year 3 of the Development Plan, I find the price of the nets very expensive, could they be sourced cheaper anywhere else. EL ‘we’ve asked around other clubs if they have some old spare nets but have been unsuccessful’
· KN – Have you applied anywhere else for funding?  MR ‘not that I’m aware of’ As there is an awful lot of funding out there, via Wyre for example or the National Lottery.  KN, it is a lot of money that you’ve asked for; the budget we allocated for Grant Aid has to last the full 12 months, this amount is a quarter of said budget.

After a general discussion, it was proposed £1260.  This was overwhelmingly approved by those present.

Vice Chaiman, Councill Nicholson advised EL and MR that by relying purely on grants, year to year, it’s not sustainable for your Club at all.  If you can stay behind, I’m happy to give you some contact details.
